DAILY SCHEDULE
& PROCEDURES

Car riders may be dropped off between 8:00am -

8:20am in the front drive of Westview.

Parents/guardians will remain in their vehicle and pull

through the front drive. Cars will stop 5-6 at a time to

unload students. Students will remain in the vehicle

until all vehicles are stopped.

Students arriving during this time who do not eat

breakfast will report directly to their classroom.

Bus riders will be dropped off by the cafeteria

entrance on the east side of the building.

Bus riders who arrive before 8:00am will sit in the

cafeteria and/or in the gymnasium depending on

whether or not they eat breakfast. They will be socially

distanced (3-6ft) as much as possible.

All students will stay within the classroom until their bus

number is called or their Parent/Guardian arrives in the

front drive. Parents/guardians will be asked to remain

in their vehicle and pull through the front drive 5-6

vehicles at a time. Each family will be assigned a

number and will be provided a laminated number card

for the front window of their car.

Hot lunch is free for all students this year.

Students may also bring a cold lunch from home.

Students will have assigned seats and will be socially

distanced 3-6ft as much as possible during lunch in the

cafeteria and/or gym. Tables and seats will be

sanitized between students.

Students will be given recess daily. Weather permitting,

recess will be outside; CDC mask protocol will be

followed. Indoor recess will be in the classrooms.

All K-4 students will have the following specials:

Music, Art, Library in the respective rooms.

PE in the gymnasium or classroom, depending on

availability due to the schedule.

Wednesday.
The official school day will begin
at 9:00 AM each Wednesday of
the school year. Administration
and staff will begin the day at
their normal time, but will
engage in professional
development activities for the
first hour of the day.
Bus service will remain on the
same schedule and students
who take the bus or arrive
before  9:00 AM will be
supervised upon arrival.
Students will have an
opportunity to eat breakfast
and participate in enrichment
activities.
